THE "PRIVAZONE" CONCEPT 

A new concept in bathroom planning has been intro­
duced which completely reorganizes the arrangement of 
fixtures and use of space in modern bedroom-bathroom-
dressing room areas. "Privazoning," as it is called, 
relates these areas in such a way as to afford each mem­
ber of the family more privacy and convenience. 

Research done by the Plumbing Fixtures Manufac­
turers Association showed that homeowners were dis­
satisfied with conventional bathroom schemes because 
only one person could use them at a time with any meas­
ure of privacy; the resulting traffic bottleneck was 
exaggerated by the additional load placed on bathrooms 
by dressing and personal grooming. 

Privazoning was developed as a solution to the bath­

room traffic problem. The new plan creates a private 
"dressatory" for each member of the family. The dres-
satory is, in each case, located just off the bedroom, and 
includes a clothes closet, dressing table, mirror, sink, 
and partially partitioned water closet. The plumbing 
fixtures are backed up by twin fixtures on the other side 
of a full-length partition which separates the dressa-
tories. A tub and shower room is located between the 
two dressatories, with direct access from both. The bed­
room area is left free from closets and grooming facili­
ties, so space is available for chairs, tables, television 
and other lounge equipment.

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The New House of 1958 

"What's new?" This brief greeting, iimocuous and colloquial as 
i t is, can pose a serious question to an editor. More often than not, 
the desired answer would be a terse, glowing report of a wondrous 
new world in creation. In the field of residential architecture, at 
least, the real answer is that events move more slowly. For several 
years we have been in the process of refining and developing ideas 
and concepts we have had for some time. Nevertheless, a new kind 
of house has been quietly evolving one which holds considerable 
interest in view of our much-publicized population burst. Many 
concrete devices have been advanced to partially solve the more 
acute problems of shi'inking space and expanding costs: open plan­
ning, glass walls, indoor-outdoor living, "vistas," "flexible parti­
tions." Their use and value have been explored by the press to the 
point of becoming cliches; and unfortunately, their benefits have 
been accompanied by new problems, notably reduced privacy and 
quiet. 

One palpable answer has been germinating for some time. I t is 
a reversal of the cherished "English Landed Estate" approach: 
as pretty or grand a facade as one could maneuver, set in a gently 
manicured plot. These front yard and setback schemes that define 
our residential districts were founded, no doubt, to create pleas­
antly unified and democratic neighborhoods. Then conditions 
changed. The present day result higgledy-piggledy monotony— 
has become a favorite target of cartoonists and keen-tongued sages. 

The "reversed" concept literally blots out the populated world: 
at its ultimate, windowless walls of house or garden shield a 
tranquil, private sanctum of courts and pools, and spaces that can 
be as large or small, bright or dark as one wants. 

The idea is hardly new or exotic. For many years isolated exam­
ples have been created by such ai'chitects as Mies Van Der Robe,

Philip Johnson, Paul Lester Wiener and 
Jose Sert. Its development as a contempor­
ary town house is traced by Ian L. McHarg 
in his article ''The Court House Concept" 
( A R C H I T E C T U R A L RECORD, September, 
1957). What is new is its application to 
suburbia and to mass housing. 

Looking back farther, such a house has 
been a familiar retreat for billions of peo­
ple throughout history: for privacy wher­
ever and whenever big numbers have con­
gregated in little areas; and for protection, 
or the creation of a livable oasis, in unhos-
pitable regions. Name the time and place 
and there's probably been an example—an 
American frontier fortress, a Chinese 
house, a Mexican Casa, an early New Or­
leans patio-house, a Moorish pavilion for 
the ladies. Americans' current interest in 
the "court house" may stem from their new 
globe-trotting habits and their consequent 
exposure to the scheme here and abroad. A t 
the architectural end, much interest can un­
doubtedly be credited to the State Depart­
ment's far-flung and enlightened embassy 
building program. We are learning not to 
copy, but to recapture an atmosphere, a 
sympathy, by more fundamental means. 

The firmness of this trend has become in­
creasingly obvious wi th each year's search 
for Record Houses. This year's collection 
contains quite a few examples. Also, many 
large-scale housing projects using individ­
ual, interior courtyard schemes are afoot

across the country. Some are near realiza­
tion. 

The typical reaction to the outcropping 
of this type of house has been a nod to the 
unity and peace i t provides, disdain for the 
possible bleak blankness of the outside walls. 
The obvious answer to that is also flower­
ing: color, decoration, grills, sculpture, mo­
saics, ornamental use of materials. 

Another strong trend, which produces re­
sults similar to the house built around one 
or several courts, is the pavilion type house 
placed in a high-walled garden. Aside from 
houses set in splendid countryside—which 
are rapidly dwindling in number—this is 
the only suitable i)lace for the glass house 
and the oversized picture window. The 
pavilions are most often simple rectangles, 
sometimes raised on a platform or podium. 
Some evoke an oriental image, some a neo-
classic one. More elaborate versions make 
the most of "zoned l iving" and provide a 
separate but linked pavilion for each ac­
tivity. An experimental house by architects 
Nelson and Chadwick makes a pre-fab pa­
vilion of each room. Together, they somehow 
conjure up the pleasant aura of a Japanese 
village. 

The anti-austerity mood is also apparent 
in many of these pavilion houses. With most 
walls of glass, the interest has centered on 
the roofs; there are slopes and sheds, arches 
and domes, paraboloids and catenaries. As 
technology increases, probably so wil l roof-

line diversity. Engineering advances, me­
chanical developments to control (and 
create) environment, materials develop­
ments—all are freeing the concept of what 
a house must be. 

There are also several social factors in­
volved in the acceptance of these walled-in, 
introverted houses. Above all there is the 
continuing trend against ostentation (as 
distinguished from mere decoration) and 
towards a certain conformity. These houses 
can provide these qualities for outside ap­
pearances, and shelter within most any­
thing desired. And most anything very of­
ten is wanted. Instead of set formalities, 
our customs seem to change rapidly these 
days, even from occasion to occasion. The 
ideal contemporary house must be a quick-
change artist; but the effort and instabil­
i ty of hyper-flexibility do have certain 
drawbacks. There are those who claim our 
houses have been mainly predicated on the 
requirements of the English tea ceremony, 
which most of us no longer perform; but 
there are also minor mutterings that we 
are now merely substituting the Japanese 
tea house for the English—while we per­
sist in drinking coffee. 

Architecture, though, is never created in 
a vacuum, but is dependent on, and sensi­
tive to, many seemingly abstruse factors. 
For example, the population statistics: as 
crowded as our cities, suburbs and streets 
are today, all the serious prognosticators

are foretelling a doubly congested near-
future. Solid "city" is predicted from Bos­
ton to Washington, f rom San Francisco to 
San Diego, and in shorter belts across the 
country. Many, looking at the arid stretches 
of "no down payment" houses already bur­
geoning everywhere, view the bleakness of 
our future lives and habitats with grim 
concern. The fetching young charms of su­
burbia are fading. Novelists and Hollywood 
have been tenaciously, and all too candidly, 
depicting the lapse of family solidarity in 
these smaller, more closely-packed develop­
ments. A new kind of house is needed. 

Since the years of World War I I , the 
fabled "Postwar House" has loomed as a 
vague goal. I f one looks around carefully 
and comparatively, he may find it—at least 
in the realm of manufactured building ma­
terials. But something has been missing. 

Many excellent articles have been written 
by highly thoughtful people exploring the 
problem and urging that something be done 
to solve it . The impact has been great. More 
and more the concept of what an American 
house should be is changing. And the change 
is far more basic than a change in fashion 
or style, though there are overtones of this 
as well. The average person's vague yearn­
ing for something more personal, more rest­
fu l , more beautiful, is being fulfilled by a 
renewal of the age-old flight from severity, 
and an ever stronger movement toward the 
houses we must—and assuredly will—have.

This colorful house (see frontispiece, page 68) incorporates an amazing num­
ber of newer ideas, materials and equipment within its straightforward shape: 
1. The plan is zoned into four areas for privacy and noise control, divided in 
the center by a two-story screened court and stair hall. 2. Privacy is further 
assured by plastic-paneled fences, mechanically operated louvers. 3. Sound is 
controlled by glass fiber insulation in walls and ceiling, acoustical plaster ceil­
ings, carpets and draperies, and air conditioning—which allows house to be 
closed up. 4. The building is modular, with 14- by 21-ft bays (center one is 21 
by 21). The basic module is 3i/^ f t , the width of the sliding aluminum win­
dows, doors and screens. 5. Construction is durable and fireproof—frame, bar 
joists and studs are steel. Floors are beige quarry tile on concrete slabs. The 
roof is steel decking, marble chips. Walls are ceramic brick, blue aluminum.

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The Hiss House: A Two-Story Central Court Bisects Both Floors 
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The house is planned for the automobile. A large carport has 
eight upward-acting doors, serves as porte cochere, with easy 
access to front and service entrances. The motor court gives 
a fine sense of "arrival" at the house, space for parking. 

In the living room (top lef t ) , as elsewhere in the house, all 
materials and surfaces are extremely easy to keep. Walls are 
plaster (all paint is scrubbable), woodwork is oiled teak, floors 
are beige quarry tile. Predominant colors of the house are blue, 
green, natural wood, white and dark gray. Fireplace is mosaic. 

Courts and terraces abound throughout the house: small courts 
are off dining and living rooms (far le f t ) , a large one in the 
center (middle le f t ) , and one for the pool. Each room has at 
least one terrace or balcony. There is ample storage—cabinets 
line the upstairs corridor. Built-ins have plastic surfaces. 

The stairway (left) forms decorative feature at entry, has 
travertine treads, iron railing. Lighting throughout the house 
was carefully planned by the owner, has low voltage and mer­
cury dimmer controls. The house is extremely well equipped 
with mechanical appliances—all possible are built-in.

A great variety of means were used to gain flexible control of the physical 
environment within the house—sunlight and shade, heating, cooling. The chief 
means, of course, is the air conditioning and heating system. This is composed 
of a ten-ton water-to-water heat pump in the utility area off the garage; the 
pump is connected by insulated piping to an air handler in each of t^velve zones 
(each room), individually controlled by a cooling-heating thermostat. 

In the winter, the cold refrigerant in the heat pump (about 40 F ) extracts 
heat from incoming well water (about 77 F ) , concentrated heat in the com­
pressor and sends it on to the air handlers in water at about 115 F . If a particu­
lar zone is calling for heat, its thermostat opens a three-way motorized valve 
and allows the heated water to pass through the air handler. The blower in 
the air handler completes the transfer of heat from the water to the air in the 
room. 

In the summer, the air handlers extract the room air heat and transfer it to 
the circulating water. The heat pump, now operating on reverse cycle, extracts 
the heat from the circulating water, concentrates this heat in the compressor 
and sends it on to the outgoing well water, which is discharged into the bay. 

This system is supplemented by sun control devices: louvered sunshades, 
concrete grills, highly reflecting white roof and end walls, glare reducing lawn, 
planting and drives, gravity ventilators in each bay drawing air through walls 
and roof.

Ductwork is minimized in this system, de­
tailed above and left. It provides great flexi­
bility of control, with different temperatures 
as desired in each room—or areas shut off 
completely. The pre-cast concrete grill (be­
low) helps shield interiors from sun. 

The heat pump equipment (below, and detail 
below left) is packaged, compact. I t occupies 
a small utility closet off the garage. Air han­
dlers for the rooms are in closets with lou­
vered doors; the return air helps keep clothes 
in the closets dry in summer.

Fenestration is entirely by sliding aluminum doors or windows, 
and provides for minimum air infiltration during periods of cool­
ing and heating. Sliding screens interlock with the frames. Con­
tinuous slots above each balcony door create an air wash through 
the roof to gravity ventilators in each bay; end walls of the 
house also have vents and create an air wash to the roof. 

Balconies and terraces create a 7-ft overhang; in four front 
bays, closets with high windows over them have 3?^-ft over­
hangs. Louvered sunshades (below) form ceilings of balconies 
when up. They are motor-driven, controlled by switches, and 
operate somewhat like an upward-acting door. They can be 
locked into place to afford a measure of hurricane protection.

The Formal Country House

Contemporary styling, structure, and materials were manipulated here in such 
a way as to produce an attitude of formality which is at the same time rather 
soft and rustic to correspond with the region and site of this house. Designed to 
sit alongside existing barns and sheds in the Pennsylvania counti-yside, the 
house has a high-pitched roof. The roof rests on a "big-member" f i r frame on 
8-in. centers which frees all the walls and partitions of structural load. This 
made i t possible to keep solid interior partitions at a maximum height of 8 f t . 
Spaces above the partitions are either open or enclosed with glass, so the roof, 
with its big, exposed beams, can be seen extending from one space to another. 

The house, which sits on a platform, is surrounded by a great wood deck of 
cypress planks. Open-tread stairs lead up to the deck on three sides. Exte­
rior walls are composed of glass and handmade brick. 
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Traditional furniture fits comfortably and prop­
erly in this house where there are so many ex­
posed natural materials (see photo above). The 
floor surface of the entrance is of highly pol­
ished flagstone set in cement. In the study 
beyond, the floor is wood-mosaic colonial plank. 
The big, exposed structural members are fir, and 
the ceiling is natural fir plywood decking. 

The dining room is just off the kitchen and is 
served by a pass-through (photo right). Space 
above the plaster and wood stud partition is en­
closed with glass. The kitchen area extends 
slightly out onto the porch (see plan, opposite 
page) which allows room for a small snack table 
near the rear glass wall. The print wallpaper 
in the kitchen echoes the traditional atmosphere 
created by the furnishings.

Perimeter heating is often being applied to residential 
architecture to solve the problem of supplying uniform 
heat, especially in houses that have large areas of glass 
in exterior walls. The size and simple plan of this house, 
and its glass walls, were considerations which affected 
the choice of the perimeter scheme. Since much glass is 
used, heat transmission through the walls could be ex­
pected to be high. By distributing the heat from base­
boards along all of the walls, an even flow of heat into 
the rooms is maintained, and drafts or "cold wall" areas 
are avoided. Hot water, supplied by a small oil-fired boiler 
(see photo, right), is forced through lines of radiant 
pipe which run along the perimeter of the house (see 
plan, above left). The pipes are concealed within con­
tinuous baseboard strips (see photo, far right). The 
house is small enough, and the plan simple enough, that 
no long or complicated runs of pipe were necessary. 
Temperature of the water when it leaves the tank is 
approximately 220 degrees. A high flue stack was neces­
sary in order to disseminate heavy smoke from the oil-
burner, so the furnace room had to be dropped to a sub-
ground level. Water was encountered in excavating, so 
the architect waterproofed the entire basement, creating, 
in effect, a concrete "boat."

Bold Interplay Of Forms 
The fact that a house need not necessarily be box-shaped (or any other stand­
ard form) is gaining a number of interesting adherents. With modern tech-
ni(|ues—and the revival of some older ones—varieties of more sculptural 
concepts are possible. This is a good example: circles, squares and fanciful 
curves are deftly interlocked to form a forceful, different, and highly adapt­
able house. It is sheltered by a sinuous, free-standing roof of laminated glued 
wood arches. Beneath this, nonstructural partitions define a basically H-shaped 
plan with a large circular living area as its core. One leg of the H is a bed­
room-sleeping area, the other leg is the utility-w^ork area, with utility room, 
kitchen, maid's room and den or office. Two inset screened patios flank the 
living area; when sliding glass doors to these patios are opened, the entire 
house becomes one big, free-flowing area for living and entertaining. A cir­
cular carport at the rear (photo above) echoes the shape of the living area.

The house is planned for typical informal 
Florida living, offers big open areas for 
family and entertaining; low partitions 
add to sense of space. 

The kitchen itself is in two compact work 
centers, but boasts an enormous sweep of 
work counter and storage cabinets, and 
a cheerful, glassed-in breakfast area 
(right) .

The overhanging sweep of the roof gives 
excellent protection from the hot summer 
sun, and gives sheltered outdoor sitting 
areas outside each room.

The Herron House: Roofed By An Arched Shelter 
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.\n "umbrella" of wood arches duminates this house. It was 
designed with tunied-up edges to give wide overhangs and avoid 
any "military shelter" look. They were fabricated in two sections 
of laminated glued southern pine, with notches to join at the 
center (see drawing above). Si.x arches were set up and bolted 
with anchor plates to concrete footings, forming five 14-ft struc-
tuial bays. This 14-ft spacing is the maximum span for the 3- by 
5-in. white fir double-tongue-and-groove decking that spans over 
them. Total width of the arches is 76 ft, length is 70 ft. The 
arches extend 13^^ ft beyon<l each side of the house enclosure. 
4 ft at each end. The floor slab is finished in terrazzo, and con­
tains ducts for hot air heating. Patterned walls of ceramic-glaz<*<l 
brick are 8 ft high, topped by fixed glass. All window framing is 
aluminum.

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A House Around An Atrium 
The introverted, closed-front house, often associated with more crisp and for­
mal design, has adopted here the relaxed and casual mood of the familiar 
Northwest house. Built of rugged, natural materials with durable surfaces, 
the house is particularly well adapted to family living. 

The plan is arranged in the shape of a hollow U with an atrium, or en­
trance court, located in the core. Because the house is situated at the top of 
a 300-ft-high conical hill and is comjiaratively isolated, much use is made of 
sliding glass doors and full length glass panels in the rear exterior walls. 
Thus, inside rooms look onto the pleasant atrium and outside rooms afford 
long views to the Rogue River Valley. The kitchen, den, and family room 
are grouped together for easy coordination of family activities. Bedrooms are 
located in the east wing—away from noise—and are exposed to morning sun.

Lightly scaled wood pillars, spaced at regular intervals, form the 
colonnades and covered walkways that encircle the house. Though 
there is a side door through which direct connection can be made 
from the carport to the family room and food storage area, the car­
port has been brought to the front of the house so that entrance 
can be made easily through the atrium. A covered walkway and 
loggia provide a protected access to the front door. The use of pebbles, 
trees, fountains, and concrete surfaces in the atrium has produced 
a pleasant garilen atmosphere and requires little upkeep. The atrium, 
plus a deep porch and terrace to the north, afl'ord varied outdoor 
dining and lounging areas. 

A built-in cabinet in the family room serves as a room divider, 
pass-through from laundry, bookcase, and writing desk. On the 
laundry side it provides storage and working space. Floors are 
concrete slab on grade with a colored cement topping (photo right). 

Vertical while cedar walls contrast with a native fleldstone fireplace 
in the living area. The ceiling is composed of 2- by 6-in. tongue-and-
groove decking over 4- by 4-in. exposed beams. Sliding glass doors 
and panels open onto both the atrium and the porch (center right). 

The use of native fleldstone and natural wood lend a different 
quality to the bathroom. A skylight admits natural light to the 
mirror and dressing area. Translucent sliding glass |)anels separate 
the sunken tile tub from a private terrace. The sink is built-in with 
a cabinet beneath for storing towels and other linens ( far r ight) .

The Carpenter House: Roof Pond Makes Cool Living . . 

Fighting excessively warm tem­
peratures in a house of this 
size could be a drain on the 
budget. Instead, a rather unique 
and comparatively inexpensive 
cooling system has been em­
ployed which approaches the 
same results expected from 
more costly installations. Lo­
cated in the interior of Oregon 
not far from the California bor­
der, the site is dry and hot in 
the summer. Some method of 
cooling the house was neces­
sary. With economy in mind, 
the architect devised a ponded 
roof scheme which cools the en­
tire house through the process 
of evaporation.

A 2-in. level of water is maintained on the roof over all rooms. The level is controlled by a simple float 
valve much like the kind used on a water closet. The natural process of evaporation absorbs and dissi­
pates the heat from rooms below. The water serves also as a deflector, insulator, and fire protection 
measure.

The roofing is built-up, 2- by 6-in. tongue-and-groove decking on exposed beams. Roof framing was 
simplified because of the dead level features. Excess water is run off into the garden. As an additional 
cooling agent, the living, dining, and family areas have been framed for a heat exchanger unit soon to 
be installed.

The zoning of interior spaces is clearly and dramatically expressed in this 
precisely balanced house. Private rooms (bedrooms, study, baths, services i 
are housed in the low, closed, brick-veneered wings. Windows are at the sides. 
Living areas, by contrast, open wide to the outside beneath a tall soaring roof 
supported by four steel columns. The space is further expanded, front and 
back (see photos) by wide terraces. Glass all around emphasizes the roof's 
lightness, takes full advantage of the wooded, relatively secluded site. Low par­
titions inside also accent the great sense of space. The foundations of the 
house are concrete slab on grade; the frame is welded steel, with a 4-in. brick 
veneer exterior. The roof is built-up, with a ceiling of 6-in. fir boarding on the 
underside. Copings, scuppers and sliding doors are aluminum; screens a i c 
bronze. Heating is by a warm air perimeter system.

In the living area (above), a depressed pit in front of fire­
place adds space by keeping major seating low, eliminates 
massive sofa frames. Wall-hung storage cabinets, with lights 
at bottom and top, further minimize furniture requirements. 
Floors are laminated walnut blocks; walls are plasterboard. 

The entrance hall (right) gives visual sweep across entire 30-
by 30-ft pavilion. Ceiling is 10% ft high. Birch cabinets and 
a screen wall block view of dining and sitting areas.

Easy to cook in; easy to serve from; easy to 
maintain: these three prime requirements for a 
small house kitchen are well met here. This 
space-saving, but fully equipped kitchen also 
offers an interestingly different plan arrange­
ment. The cooking area is a convenient, and 
more-or-Iess standardized U shape, with work 
centers and counters nicely grouped. The addi­
tion of a convertible bar-breakfast-serving-coun­
ter as a free-standing unit in the living area adds 
considerable, and practical, flexibility to the ar­
rangement. 

For everyday, family living, double doors open 
the kitchen wide to the living area, and the coun­
ter can be used directly as a breakfast or snack 
counter. On other occasions it is designed to be 
used as a "cafeteria-style" buffet, with informal 
service from the kitchen side, the "cafeteria-line" 
on the other. For more formal entertaining, the 
kitchen is closed off, and the front of the counter 
unit is closed to become a serving counter with 
food out of sight. For cocktail parties, a sink 
with a removable lid converts it to a bar. The 
kitchen has vinyl tile floors, and is lighted by 
fluorescent tubes under the cabinets and a plas­
tic dome skylight.

A House Of Linked Pavilions 
This spacious, livable country house consists of three zoned units, linked by 
glassed-in galleries. One zone contains living and recreation areas; the sec­
ond has service and guest quarters; the last is made up of family bedrooms. 
The wide galleries double as a dining area, and a family room. Each room is 
oriented to take advantage of views from the spectacular mountain top site. 
The house is located on the edge of a ridge known as 'Tine Mountain," and 
overlooks the thousands of acres of the Ida Cason Callaway Gardens. The gar­
dens, open to the public, are carefully cultivated sanctuaries of forest scenes, 
flowers, lakes and canals; the owner of the house, Howard H. Callaway, is 
Executive Director of the gardens. Stone for the house, of subtle yellow and 
orange colors, was quarried near the site. The casual, unaffected contempo­
rary design incorporates high ceilings and a great sense of space. 
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The house is closely linked with the 
outdoors, with terraces, courts or bal­
conies off all rooms; a swininiing pool 
and terrace is off the bedrooms. 
Room arrangement and fenestration is 
planned to give maximum privacy in 
spite of all the openness to the views. 

Above left: the gallery linking service 
and living areas contains entry and 
dining area, gives big space for en­
tertaining. Floors are blue-grsiy slate, 
exposed wood ceilings have a soft, 
"frosty" finish. The entrance court 
has a neat, small garden. 

Le f t : the living room is quite big; 
half is shown here. Colors of fabrics 
and rugs repeat those of the stone. 
The room capitalizes on the views, 
yet gives feeling of security and en­
closure.

The residence is heated and cooled by two 10-
ton self-contained air conditioning units. Cool­
ing water for both units is supplied from a 
forced draft cooling tower. Separate cooling 
water pumps permit independent operation of 
units. For heating, a forced hot water system 
supplies coils in the air handling system. 
Uoiler is cast iron, sectional type, fired with 
No. 2 fuel oil. Oil is stored in a 2400 gallon 
buried tank. An induced draft fan eliminates 
an unsightly stack. Machine room No. 1 serves 
the living wing, via sheetmetal supply and re­
turn ducts. The glass area is "blanketed" by 
floor supply outlets, with air returned at the 
floor on the opposite side of the room. Elec­
tronic "averaging" room thermostats are at 
each level. Machine Room 2 serves the rest of 
the house, which is divided into six zones. A 
heating coil and air throttling damper in each 
zone supply duct are controlled by thermostats. 
Air supply to most of the house is through 
overhead concealed sheet metal ductwork side-
wall outlets. Air is returned from each room 
through floor grilles near windows, then 
through a system of terra-cotta pipe below 
the floor slab to the air handling unit. Water 
supply is from a well with a pneumatic 
pressure system.

The architectural trend toward introverted houses has already begun to 
penetrate the builder house field. This house, designed for a California builder, 
uses a blank adobe wall to mask its rich, congenial, inside world. 

Because the house is located within the densely populated San Francisco 
Bay residential area, privacy was an important factor in the design. The blank 
wall fagade isolates the lot and protects the two separate pavilions—one for 
sleeping, one for living and entertaining—which are set amid private gar­
dens, a patio, and a reflecting pool. A steel frame structure frees the walls 
of any load-bearing obligations so that glass can be interchanged with adobe 
wherever light and views of the private outdoor areas are desired. An en­
t ry with glass walls and ceiling links the two pavilions and frames the re­
flecting pool which lies between them. Walls facing the patio are also glass.

The glass entrance (photo, right) leads past the reflecting pond and 
into the living room. A strip of glass between the roof and the north 
wall of the living area, glass panels on either side of the flreplace, 
and a wall of glass facing the patio admit natural light and intensify 
the impression of spaciousness. 

The structure is particularly well expressed in the living area (photo, 
right bottom) where glass forms much of the curtain walls and the 
frame is left exposed. Shelves are hung from the steel studs. 

A gril l counter (photo below) separates the kitchen from the dining 
area, and serves as a pass-through and snack bar. A folding door 
which slides across the pass-through closes olT the kitchen. 



  

  

  

 

The Hilmer House: Pavilions Form Bi-Nuclear Plan . . . 

P'unctions of the two pavilions are 
clearly defined (see plan, above). Sepa­
ration of the bedrooms from the living 
area serves to diminish noise and as­
sure privacy in the sleeping area. The 
pavilions are constructed in simple, 
rectangular shapes which are least 
expensive to build. Ceiling heights 
vary from 8 f t in the bedroom wing 
to 10 f t in the living areas. 

Skylights admit natural light to the 
bedrooms (see photo, le f t ) . Asphalt 
tile floors and ceilings of exposed 2 
by 4 tongue-and-groove decking are 
easy to maintain. A single weather-
tight adobe wall forms the finish wall 
for both the interior and exterior.

All the kitchen fixtures which require plumbing, with the exception 
of a small sink built into the dining room bar (see photo below) are 
located along the back wall of the kitchen. The double stainless steel 
sink is visible in the photograph below, but the garbage disposer, 
dishwasher, and plumbing pipes are concealed in the cabinets.

The "central-core" plumbing sys­
tem, generally accepted as the 
most economical way to plumb a 
hou.se. would have been impracti­
cal in this case because of the 
separation of the two wings and 
because an individual float .sys­
tem was needed to maintain the 
water level in the reflecting pond. 
Plumbing lines had to be run 
between the two wings, but the 
architect centralized outlets 
wherever possible (see plan 
above) to conserve on supply and 
drainage pipes. Bathrooms have 
been neatly compartmented to fa­
cilitate their use by more than 
one person at a time while main­
taining privacy.

The common bathroom which serves two of the children's bedrooms 
is partitioned into three areas (see plan above). Space for the 
water closet is almost totally enclosed but is nearest to the con­
necting passageway since it has the most traffic. Twin sinks allow 
simultaneous use of the dressing area (photo left) by both children. 

A sunken tile tub adds luxury to the bathroom in the master suite 
(see photo left) . Bathing and dressing areas are daylit by plastic 
bubble skylights (see plan, below) in both the master suite and the 
children's baths. Partitions separate the tub and shower stall, 
water closet, lavatory, and dressing area which is near wardrobe.

The concept of a small, quiet, restful court as the focus and heart of the house 
is the dominant theme in this home. I t is located on a relatively small city 
plot, with neighboring houses very close-by. To gain a maximum of privacy, 
the exterior is completely devoid of windows in the usual sense: the only 
openings are doors at the entrance and kitchen, and a sliding glass one at 
the rear of the living room. Front and back doors have metal gr i l l gates. 
Inside, the house gives an amazing air of light, space and openness. Walls 
surrounding the central courtyard are entirely of glass. Supplemental \ 
light is added by plastic dome skylights along the periphery of the house. The 
plan is organized to give unusually great flexibility. There are three basic 
zones: bedrooms and baths at the f ront ; service and secondary rooms at the 
side; and living areas at the rear. Sliding walls open up all spaces.

With little more than a "flick of the wrist," 
this house converts into small, private rooms, 
or into a big space for entertaining.

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The Freedman House: Windowless, But There's Plenty of Daylight 

With a scheme of windowless exterior walls, a 
major prohlem is created in finding ways to pre­
serve a well-lighted, and a secluded but not total­
ly isolated atmosphere. The glass-walled court 
takes care of areas immediately adjoining it— 
but not spaces that desirably must be closed off 
on occasion. The design here is a particularly 
successful answer. Skylights are ranged along 
the outside edges of the house over each area 
where light is needed. The sliding screens in the 
hall are translucent plastic in redwood frames. 
Light coming into any area is transmitted 
through the screens to the adjacent space. The 
total effect is a highly pleasing one of soft high­
lights and shadow.s. and ample light. 

The diagraniatic plan above shows the locations of the 
skylights around the house. All are of the plastic dome 
type, as shown in the detail at top right. The curved 
surface aids in shedding any possible debris. 

The rendered section at right shows how daylight is 
balanced throughout the house. Circular recessed ceiling 
lights are placed to give a similar effect at night, pro­
viding "atmosphere" and utility. 

The kitchen and dining areas are shown in the photo at 
near right; sliding doors fit in pockets at either side. 
A larger, circular skylight is used to accent the dining 
area. Shoji screen opens to make sink top into a bar. 

Light in the living area is also balanced by skylights 
along its far edge (right center), and the translucent 
wall of screens. The heating and air conditioning system 
has aluminum pipe ducts under the floor slab. 

Each of the mosaic-tiled bathrooms also has its skylight 
(photo far right) . Ceiling vent fans are used in all 
baths and in the service areas. Counter surfaces are 
plastic, ceilings are plasterboard.

The steel frame and curtain wall structure so familiar to modern office build­
ings has been delicately scaled down and put to residential use here. Black 
slate panels form part of the curtain walls, a rather unusual and effective 
treatment of the material. The resulting floor plan works as efficiently as that 
of an office and provides a setting more informal, comfortable, and elegant. 

Keeping the column and beam construction as light as possible, the archi­
tects left the steel exi)osed—but painted i t a crisp white to contrast with the 
exterior walls of black slate, aluminum louvers, and glass panels. By spac­
ing the bays at regular intervals, a flexible pattern of open and closed inte­
rior areas was achieved. Separation of living and sleeping areas, always a 
major problem in house planning, was effected by centering the kitchen and 
utilities in a "buffer zone." Inside bathrooms are along a mechanical core. 
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A plastic luminous ceiling brightens the long corridor 
(left) as well as the inside baths. The four bedrooms 
(below) and a master suite have built-in cabinets. 

The study (below) becomes a second living room con­
nected to the master bedroom. Interior finishes are white 
plaster, oak doors, walnut cabinets, and panel walls. 

Mechanical vents air the kitchen (below) and baths. 
Equipment is built-in. Radiant hot water heating carried 
in copper tubes warms both the ceiling and floors.

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The Gray House: Lightness of Frame Expressed In Exposed Steel 

C E R A L P C A R D 

The rectangular shape of this house was evolved from the 
.'dimple form.s of column and beam steel construction. Thi.'̂  
gives great flexibility to the plan, permits light curtain wall 
enclosures. The structural steel frame is frankly expressed, 
and kept as light and delicate as possible to show the strength 
of the material involved. The curtain wall panels are of three 
types: black slate solid panels; double glass set in wood sash 
and fixed in place; and vent uiiKs. w i t h \V(H;(1 ddois on the 
inside, screens and adjustable aluminum louvers outside. 
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The basic steel structure of the house is simple, 
very light. It is shown above with a few studs for 
partitions in place. Columns are 4- by 4-in., spaced 
about 12 f t apart along the house. Steel fascia 
and beams are 10 by 4, welded to columns, and 
trround smooth. Foundation is reinforced concrete. 

Exterior rows of columns are set about 3 ft from 
curtain wall, stress wall's non-structural character. 
Fascia web is cut over columns to produce neat 
frame trim. Steel joists are 2 by 9, 1(5 gauge, spaced 
16 in. O.C. Light steel studs are also 16 in. O.C. 
Hoof sheathing is gypsuni board, tar and gravel top. 

All steel is painted white, stands out sharply from 
l- in. black slate curtain wall panels. The slate is 
hung directly on the metal studs. The wall was 
sprayed with insulation on the inside before plaster 
was applied to metal lath. Roof edge has crimped 
lead-coated copper flashing. 

The structure is as frankly e.xpressed on the interior 
as on the outside. Ceilings also have 1 in. of sprayed 
insulation, plaster finish. Cement plaster extends 
ceiling in overhang. Fireplace is faced in marble 
(hi^h rod is light channel). Floors are wood par-
fpiet, vinyl, ceramic tile.

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In The Tropical Tradition 

The great sloping roof and screen facade of this contemporary conception of 
a traditional Florida house provide excellent shelter against tropical rains and 
temperatures. The two main elements of the house can be sealed tight during 
bad weather—or opened on nice days to create one large, screened-in area. 

The problems inherent in the semi-tropics (hot sun, high tides, heavy winds, 
and insects) were solved in much the same manner as in the old Florida house 
or Seminole chikee house: a concrete platform, impervious to insects, is raised 
off the ground to form the floor of the house, under which may pass both high 
tides and cool breezes. The platform is sealed entirely at its edge with in ­
sect screening. Porches skirt the perimeter of the platform and divide the two 
weather-sealed areas that compose the living and bedroom elements. The effect 
is one of having a courtyard in the center of and surrounding the house. 
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Rough-sawn pine beams and rafters, bleached to a silvery-
gray tone, are left exposed throughout the house. Bedroom 
windows are louvered, can be opened to admit morning sun. 

The living area, as well as the bedrooms, is enclosed by sliding glass 
doors and wood jalousies which are notched to shut tight during bad 
weather and for protection and privacy at night.

When sliding doors and jalousies are 
open, the porch becomes part of the 
living and bedroom areas, and a 
breeze flows freely through the 
house. Eighteen great pine posts, 
bleached the same silvery gray as 
the beams and rafters, support a 
roof which projects down and out 
on all sides for wind and rain pro­
tection. The roof surface is a highly 
reflective coral chip which, together 
with ocean breezes, provides effec­
tive year-round air conditioning. 
The surface of the raised platform 
—which serves as the floor is pol­
ished cement tile.

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The McClave House: Small Galley Kitchen Yields Maximum Working Space... 

A galley kitchen as well planned as this one 
can allow a maximum amount of working 
space within a small area, save steps and 
time involved in cooking and other kitchen 
operations, and integrate heavy and some­
times hard-to-fit equipment. The simple plan 
places cabinets, sinks, counters and equip­
ment along two parallel walls set 8 ft apart.

An aisle width of 3 ft 6 in. mnkes it convenient 
to turn from counter to counter while working. 
Although there is not enough room to dine in 
the kitchen (except for light snacks), the din­
ing area is easily accessible. All cabinets and 
storage areas are louvered for ventilation to keep 
food from molding. Touch-latch hardware is used 
on all cabinet doors. Shelves are adjustable. The 
floor is composed of 2- by 2-ft precast cement t i lo 

Arrangement of the equipment in this kitchen 
expedites normal cooking procedures. The oven, 
built into a brick wall, is located only a few 
steps from the dining area so that food can be 
served piping hot direct from the stove. The re­
frigerator is nearby, also above the counter and 
at eye level. Electrical plates and sink are across 
the aisle. Food, then, can be moved easily from 
refrigerator to sink to oven or stove. 
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Two ceramic tile coun­
ters, one with a cutting 
board edge, run the full 
length of the kitchen. 
Cabinets and equip­
ment are raised 1 f t 
above the counters to 
free their full 1 f t 6 in. 
width for working 
space. The lighting is 
indirect, done with 
fluorescent strips un­
der redwood valances.

The rare quality of rejecting neither jjast nor present is worth note in the

terials are simple, extremely easy to maintain. Yet there are many features 
too often considered as alien to the contemporary scene. To begin with, it 
was specifically i)lanned (with adequate wall space) to house a collection of 
old furnishings the owner had—and loved. The pitched roof and exterior 
were designed to fit quietly—but not negatively—into a "traditional" neigh­
borhood. And many handy old friends are back: the "porte cochere," gar­
age doors, a gracious entrance, protective baseboards and mouldings, adequate 
but concealed stoi'age, i)rivacy, bedroom suites, and fenestration to purpose.

For all its openness, and glass walls sur­
rounding the central living court, this small 
house has a great sense of shelter and privacy.

The Wanamaker House: Each Window Suits Its Function . . . 

The fenestration of this house is a good example of h)gic 
and order. Diverse window types—each selected for its best 
function at that place—are skillfully organized into a uni­
fied, balanced entity with the house. There is a vast I'ange 
of windows on the market, one for most any purpose. Some­
times, this useful fact seems overlooked in the interest of 
simplicity. In this case, requirements included: privacy 
from the street; views of an adjoining golf course when 
desired; adequate cross ventilation for a mild climate; insect 
screens; ease of operation; minimum maintenance. 

At the rear of the house (above and left center), a system 
was developed to combine fixed view-windows with screened 
opening sash. At each end of the living room (leaving wall 
space for furniture around fireplace) are two aluminum-
framed units extending to the floor: one is fixed plate glass 

( P ) , one is a sliding panel with plate glass and a sliding 
aluminum screen ( S P ) . In the dining area and in the bedroom, 
two chair-height view panels (P) are flanked by inside-
screened casement units with handles that operate from in­
side; double strength glass ( D S ) , trim aluminum frames. 

In the entrance court ( le f t ) , a band of windows open on a 
bedroom hall and a bath. They are high, small, and fitted 
with obscure glass for privacy; casement units alternate 
with fixed panels. Aluminum framing bars for both fixed 
and casement sash throughout the house are identical. 

The kitchen windows (above) are high enough to permit a 
backsplash over the counter; the view panel is sheet crystal 
( S C ) . Below these, a grated areaway contains a band of 
small easements for the partial basement. Screens all through 
the house need never be removed for storage.

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Compact Delight 
Compactness is an element necessary in the design of any fine small home. 
When it is executed logically and with finesse, as in the design of this house, 
compactness may also yield a dramatic sense of order and completion. A liv­
ing room, kitchen and dining room, two children's bedrooms, i)layroom, two 
bathrooms, master suite, and an unusually large concentration of storage 
si)ace have been fitted neatly and without cramping into a 34-ft.-sq. structure. 

Rather than leveling the grade of an already existing slope on the site, the 
house was raised 8 ft above the lowest ground point. This created space for 
a carport under the living area and kept the commonly sub-surface storage 
and utility room at ground level. The structural frame, composed of 8- by 12-
in. steel beams, is suppoi'ted by nine 3- by 6-in. steel tubes which are secured 
in 3- by 3-ft. concrete footings. An 8-in. concrete wall forms the foundation.

.A cage of 2- by 6-in. vertical fir studs around the 
stairwell extends from ground floor level to the 
roof. The cage gives a sense of enclosure to the 
stairwell without disturbing the flow of space in 
the living area ( lef t ) . The vertical stud pattern 
is repeated in an exterior fin (see photo, page 
previous) which keeps the otherwise square 
house from looking "boxy."

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Built-in storage and wardrobu units, space-saving 
devices in themselves, have been put to a second 
use as room partitions in this extremely compact 
house. The section, elevation, and photo at left 
show how boxes of lumbercore birch plywood 
have been hung from vertical studs and fitted 
with rods and adjustable shelves to form ward­
robe units which serve also as partitions (see e 
and f on plan). To make the units as convenient 
as possible for storing clothes, the family was 
measured for sizes, and amounts of clothing were 
approximated. Each member was then given one 
basic unit with heights of rod and shelves ad­
justed to his or her particular need. The total 
height of each unit corresponds with the height 
of all other partitions and built-ins in the house. 
Enough space was left below each unit to fit beds, 
facilitate cleaning, or store books and toys. Bam­
boo matchstick curtains hung on a brass rod 
cover the units instead of space-taking conven­
tional doors. 

Kitchen equipment is built into two parallel 
counter and cabinet units (see a and b on plan). 
The photo at bottom left looks through the grid­
dle and range counter unit to the sink and oven 
counter. A plywood panel (see section next to 
photo) slides down to close the pass-through from 
range and griddle counter to dining area. A china 
cabinet is hung from the wall dividing the chil­
dren's bedroom and the kitchen (see c on plan). 
Drawers in storage walls (see photos and sec­
tion below) open from either side.

Accent On Vertical Space 
In a time when the horizontal line reigns in house design, it is intriguing to 
note here how much visual spaciousness can be added by vistas looking up as 
well as across and out. A good sense of scale is given, too, by contrasting the 
verticals and horizontals. It is an interesting house, pervaded by an air of quiet 
elegance and warmth. Day and night, carefully planned lighting adds a touch 
of sparkle and drama to the interiors. The plan organization and use of durable 
materials add up to good livability. The first floor plan centers on a multi-pur­
pose dining-family room, used somewhat like the traditional English "hall." 
An entrance vestibule with coat closet opens directly into it, as does the ga­
rage. The living I'oom forms a quiet area at the end of the house. Upstairs, a 
childrens' wing is set apart with a large play room. The house is wood frame, 
with concrete foundations and exterior walls of ribbed aluminum panels. 
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The Kirkpatrick House: 
Space Inside Is Well Organized . 

Activity zones are well defined within the simple rectangular 
shape of this house: parents, guests, children, and noisy or 
quiet activities all have separate areas. A l l plumbing, flues 
and mechanical equipment are ganged for economy, and their 
area has brick walls for quiet. The playroom is skylighted. 

The verticals of the windows and railings fill most rooms with 
patterns of light and shade ( le f t ) . The lower photo is the stair 
hall between living and family rooms; above is the bedroom 
hall. Living room floors are slate, all others are vinyl tile. 

The window bay in the living room (below) extends the full 
two-story height for added sense of space and light. Alcoves at 
either side of the living room are filled with storage units. Walls 
are finished in brick and plaster. Ceilings throughout the house 
are plaster. Jalousie windows are used for ventilation. 



 

The hooded fireplace (below) is dramatically set in a garden­
like alcove at one end of the living room. Windows at the sides 
and skylights above flood it with light; at night floodlights give 
the same efi'ect. The fireplace is set in a bed of white pebbles, 
and has a round black slate hearth. 

The master bedroom (below) has balcony effect created by two-
story living room bay. Curtains pull across balcony edge for 
added privacy. Closets are set into alcove along one wall; the 
bed is placed in the other. The bedroom entry and "vanity room" 
open on the fireplace well. Baths have aluminum tiles.

Artificial light, used as a device to explain and heighten 
design features, is worth notice in this house. All too 
often, the utilitarian niceties of lighting are the only 
ones given much consideration in residential design. 
Here, light is used as well to create an atmosphere with­
in and without the house, and to re-create at night all 
the focal points around the two-story wells, as in the 
photograph at far left. By using only the exterior lights 
in the overhangs, soft illumination is provided inside; 
a series of lights along the stair well give utilitarian 
light and dramatize that feature; and with all lights on, 
a brilliant "party atmosphere" is created. Ceiling edges 
and lights are recessed where there are no actual ver­
tical wells to give the same effect (see two photos left). 
Storage walls in the living room and the well are lighted 
in a fashion to give soft background glow. Activity 
areas in the multi-purpose room are defined by pools 
of light over table.s and sofas.

A Small Lot Well Used 
Here is a deft solution to the design challenge presented by the shrinking avail­
ability and size of house lots in our burgeoning urban centers. This town house 
was designed for a 30- by 80-ft lot bordered by a two-story apartment buildiiiu 
on one side, and a one-and-one-half-story house on the other. Given those re­
strictions, the architects met the family's needs for space and privacy while 
creating a house rich in delightful visual experiences. 

Separation from the neighboring buildings was achieved by setting two 18-
ft high walls 3 ft from the side yard lines. The house is developed within these 
walls, and is enclosed at both ends by glass panels. A modified post and beam 
structural system was used to accommodate the open plan of the house and the 
limited width of the property. The living area, with its glass fagade, is set 
back 41 ft from the property line on the street side to make room for a carport, 
entrance garden, patio and reflecting pool. 
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M A R V I N R A N D 

The Opdahl House: Walled Garden Isolates a City Site . 
Precast concrete stepping stones lead from the street through 
an entrance garden to a 6-ft high wrought iron fence. Beyond 
the fence, the steps—which are anchored in a concrete base— 
seem to float on the 21- by 24-ft reflecting pool (see photo 
above). A patio of concrete slabs also rests on the pool. Since 
the side walls of the house extend beyond the pool (see plan, 
opposite page), the lush patio-pool area is isolated from neighbor­
ing buildings. A circulating pump keeps the pool at a 6-in. level. 

Kitchen cabinets and counters are designed to look like furniture 
(see photo right). Delicate, %-in. iron legs raise the cabinets 
1 f t from the floor. A self-edged, plastic luminate<l top protects 
the woodwork from burning, cutting, and spilled liquids. Sink, 
burners, and disposal are built into the cabinets. Kitchen and 
bathroom floors are vinyl asbestos, walls are plaster. 

A gently curved staircase with open treads and wrought iron 
handrail (see photo far right) .serves the second floor bedroom-
bathroom area. Though the staircase can be seen from the entrance 
(photo above), it is situated at the rear of the house near a glass 
wall which overlooks a private garden. The bedroom level termi­
nates in a balcony over the two-story living room. Side walls 
I photo, far right) are redwood stained an eucalyptus gold which 
sets the color tone for the house: white, orange, and yellow. 
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The Opdahl House: Posts and Beams Utilize Total Lot . . . 
M A R V I N B A N D 
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A modified post and beam construction devised 
by the architects makes the most of this narrow 
lot and allows a great amount of flexi!)ility in the 
house plan. The structure starts at the minimum 
setback 3 ft from the side yard lines and 2 f t 
from the property line on the street edge. Thus, 
almost all of the lot is rendered usable. The 
modular pattern of posts and beams (see plan at 
right) allows enclosures to be made wherever de­
sired—or areas may be left open to form gar­
dens and atriums. The structure was designed to 
support an addition of a master suite above the 
carport and entrance garden (shaded gray in 
plan). A glass bridge over the pool will connect 
the second floor and the master suite. 

The detail at left shows the connection be­
tween 4- by 4-in. posts (see "A" on elevation 
below), 3- by 10- in . cross beams ( B ) , and 3- by 
8-in. lengthwise beams ( C ) . The posts are an­
chored in concrete footings (D) . Moment con­
nections eliminate the need for solid shear panels 
at the front of the house except for a two-story 
panel of redwood siding over %-in. plywood ( E ) 
at the street edge of the pool which provides 
privacy for the patio. The 6-ft-high fence ( F ) is 
formed of %- by ^4-in. wrought iron poles.

Economy In Court House Design 
This successful interpretation of a courtyard house grew out of the Electri-
Living residential building program sponsored by Living For Young Home-
makers together with local utility companies. Working with a mandatory 
budget of $18,000 or less (exclusive of lot), the architects faced a triple re­
sponsibility: to design a house at low cost which would (1) satisfy the emo­
tional and spacial needs of an average young couple with two to four children; 
(2) accommodate the full electrical load of household appliances now on the 
market with allowances for additional equipment in the future; (3) be adapt­
able to the builder house market. A courtyard scheme was chosen in order 
to utilize all the available land space. The lot was walled-off in a rectangular 
shape and divided into sections, some enclosed for living areas and some left 
open. Space was organized to separate formal and informal living. 
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The Taylor House: Utility Core Splits Formal, Informal Zones .

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The living room (photo, far left) , 
dining room, study (or guest bed­
room)* and master bedroom are 
separated from other areas by the 
kitchen utility core. A wall of 
walnut veneer in the living room 
lends an air of formality to the 
entertaining area; other interior 
walls are white gypsum wallboard. 

Kvery room has its private court­
yard (photo, left center). Glass 
walls and doors look onto the 
courtyards, which are floodlit by 
night. Concrete and gravel sur­
faces in the courtyards require 
little upkeep. Horizontal lattice­
work over the courts breaks the 
trlare of the sun. Natural light­
ing is accomplished in kitchen and 
baths by use of plastic skyli(;hts. 

The family and music room 
( photo, left) is located in the in­
formal zone along with the chil­
dren's bedrooms and bath and a 
party patio.

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The Taylor House: Plan Integrates Wiring, Appliances . . . 

The physical and psychological sat­
isfactions which come from having 
fine electrical equipment in the 
home can be realized only if the 
electrical system has been given full 
consideration in the total planning. 
Otherwise, the house is liable to 
become so "souped-up" with gadgets 
that both space facilities and wir­
ing systems are soon antiquated. 
In planning this low-cost house, the 
architects treated the electrical sys­
tem as an integral part of the de­
sign. There is a logical relationship 
between the system and other ele­
ments of the design which were 
aff'ected by climate, family living 
patterns, individual requirements 
for varying degrees of natural and 
artificial lighting, and cost limita­
tions. Not only is the wiring suf­
ficient to meet existing demands, 
but allowance was made for equip­
ment which might be added in the 
future or used temporarily. 

A swivel floodlight (see "a" on plan) for 
each court is fixed beneath the overhangs 
(photo above). These lights maintain the 
indoor-outdoor relationship of the house at 
night and light activity areas. 

The motor for the refrigerator is built 
into the wall above the freezer unit (see 
photo, above centeri. An electrical ventila­
tor (photo, bottom) in the kitchen and 
bathrooms dissipates stale air.

Downlights. complemented by a plastic skylight which admits daylight, 
intensify brightness in the kitchen where a great deal of close-up work 
is done (see photo, top le f t ) . The sink counter (photo above), which 
serves as a partition and pass-through between the kitchen and dining 
area, is equipped with three sets of electrical outlets. 

Refrigerator, oven, and range are built into the wall 
cabinetry (see photo top). The motor unit set above 
the freezer frees more space for food storage. Dimmers 
(photo bottom) which control the intensity of light 
are connected to downlights ("f" on plan). 
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Order On An Irregular Site 
Much of the order and the amenities associated with costlier housing have 
been incorporated in the design of this strictly budgeted, easy to maintain 
house. An irregular site (such sites are frequently found at lower costs than 
flat, ^'perfect" sites) has been utilized in this case to gain an integral carport, 
to minimize excavation, and to provide a view in three directions. Only the 
entrance court to the west required landscaping, since the other sides of the 
house face or extend into natural wooded areas. The court itself is a privacy 
factor: an L-shaped fence of vertical wood posts sets off the court and ob­
structs the view from the street. 

Planned and built in two stages, the house is an excellent example of how 
initial construction can be kept \\ithin a budget, and more space added 
logically later on. The new wing provides a master suite and utility room.

Materials used are natural and serviceable. The entrance court 
is formed of native plants (pines, ferns, etc.) together with 
gravel, rocks, and concrete paving. Exterior walls of the house 
are resawn cedar tongue-and-groove siding on 2 by 4 studs. 

The wood frame structure, crisp and orderly, is 
painted white wherever exposed. Interior parti­
tions are hemlock panels over 2 by 4 studs. 
Floors are cork tile in living areas. 



The commodious quality of this hou3e is 
stressed in the planning and in the use 
of materials, such as in the living room 
(photo right) . Laminated fir strips form 
the walls and ceiling. Foundation for 
the fireplace is stone in cement; the 
metal hood was specially fabricated. 
Hi>rh, narrow windows on the street 
side give way to full-length K I U S S panels 
where the house faces secluded woods, 
(photo below). Circulation is achieved 
with a minimum of space devoted to 
hallways (see plan at left ) . Two wood 
decks project out into shade trees.

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The island counter (photo above) is equipped with pull-out 
trays for napkins and placemats, slots for storing knives 
along the chopping surface, and drawers for utensils, pans. 

All cabinets are walnut with white plastic laminate counter 
surfaces. Sliding doors on the upper cabinets are painted 
white (photo right). Floor is surfaced with 3 / lC- in cork tile. 
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A unified arrangement of kitchen, laundry, and utility 
room was developed in this house to cut down the house­
wife's work load by saving steps, and to capitalize on 
available space. The kitchen and laundry were so well 
related in the original structure that only a minimum 
amount of readjusting was necessary in order to inte­
grate the utility room when the new wing was added 
(broken line in plan at bottom left marks the end of 
original structure). The utility room provides space for 
ironing, for general storage, and for extra equipment 
(drip drying cabinets, ventilated mop closets, etc.) Wash­
ing and drying machines were moved from the counter 
where the 21- by 31-in. double sink and dishwasher are 
now located (and where plumbing was already available) 
to the north wall of the utility room. The island counter 
was then transformed into an eating bar and work coun­
ter with a cooking top. Separate access to the eating bar 
from the utility room, the master suite, and the living-
dining areas keeps traffic out of the kitchen proper. The 
oven is near the dining area so foods can be served hot.

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Disciplined Romanticism 
This idyllic house blends two strong, yet often quite divergent trends: a ra­
tional, regulated neo-Palladian influence dominates the plan and balanced de­
sign; a decided romantic turn is obvious in the setting, bridge-like construc­
tion, vaulted roof, terracotta-colored stucco exterior (patterned with bas re­
liefs)—and gargoyles for downspouts. The central, glassed-in living pavilion 
is flanked by four masonry square wings, one at each corner. These wings zone 
the house for its various functions. One provides for servant's room, kitchen 
and laundry. Another has three family bedrooms and a bath. A third has the 
master bedroom, dressing room and bath. The fourth contains a study-guest 
room, powder room, and a quiet, walled-in court. The wings have flat roofs 
and 9-ft-high ceilings, while the dominant central ''living bridge" has three 
arches rising 13 ft from the floor. Finishes throughout are rich in tone: gold 
leaf on the vaulted ceiling, terrazzo floors, ebonized wood cabinets.

Although this house would be effective 
in any setting, the one in which it is 
placed (see cover) highly dramatizes 
the central living pavilion. This unit is 
built as a simple steel and concrete 
bridge over the quiet, shallow stream 
which meanders through the property. 
The wings and retaining walls anchor it 
firmly, visually and in reality, to the 
banks of the stream. Sliding glass doors, 
which link it with balconies at either 
side, permit the entire bridge to be used 
as a sheltered, open-air terrace in fine 
summer weather. Doors are aluminum.

The bridge contains dining and living 
areas, separated by a bar and hi-fi cabi­
net. This space is extended at either end 
by front and rear entrance halls. Floors 
(including balconies) are gray-black ter­
razzo. Insulated, galvanized sheet metal 
ducts run beneath the bridge for forced 
hot air heating. The basement and re­
taining walls are reinforced concrete; 
concrete block is used for crawl spaces 
and to frame the rest of the house. The 
exterior walls are finished with integral 
color stucco. The fireplace and chimney 
are glazed brick. The vaulted roof has a 
gold leaf paper ceiling, aluminum accor­
dion insulation, copper flashing. Gar­
goyles by sculptor Robert Engman serve 
as downspouts over the stream.

Privacy where needed, along with a maximum potential for indoor-outdoor 
living, were achieved in this house by creating well-defined zones for sepa­
ration of family activities, and an harmonious balance of public and private 
courtyards. By joining three simple rectangular structures under one roof, 
four compounds were formed (children's bedrooms, parents' quarters, gen­
eral living area, and garage and shop compound), each with its own court­
yard. Both the children's compound and the master bedroom suite open onto 
})rivate, walled-in courtyards. An outdoor terrace faces the family room. 

The living, dining, and family areas flow into one space, interrupted only 
by the mechanical core in which is located the kitchen and utility room. From 
a pit in the living room, a dramatic, free-standing fireplace rises to the ceil­
ing and sweeps through a 5-by-8-ft plastic skylight.

The usual household fixtures and equipment can, 
through creative design, be treated in unusual, in­
teresting, and effective ways. Particular evidence 
can be found in the fireplace and flue construction 
for this house, and in the arrangement of the bath­
room equipment. 

To obtain the effect of an open fire beneath an 
open sky, the architect designed a free-standing fire­
place, using standard parts, which extends through 
a 5- by 8-ft plastic skylight in the living room ceil­
ing. The "open fire" was achieved by standing a 
porcelain-enameled steel hood, 2 ft 8 in. square at 
the base, over a 5- by 6V2-f t raised marble hearth. 
The 12 gauge stainless steel flue (15-in. internal 
diameter) rises 6 ft to the plastic dome and extends 
about 3 ft beyond, where the flue is finally capped. 

In the master suite bathroom, the architect has 
provided such luxuries as a step-down, sunken tub. 

separation of the bathing, toilet, and dressing areas, 
and gay, theatrical lighting of the dressing room 
mirror. Again, he has worked with mostly standard 
equipment to produce an unusual and pleasant eff'ect. 

The combination tub and shower stall is of ceramic 
tile, and is depressed 2 ft to form a sunken area. A 
2-ft ledge is left along one wall for seating. The tub 
itself is about 3 /̂2 ft wide. An 8-ft-high glass wall 
separates the tub area from the private courtyard 
of the master suite. Drapes can be closed for addi­
tional privacy. One-inch tubes form a curtain rod, 
towel bar, and handrail leading down into the tub. 

Cedar partitions separate the three bathroom 
areas (see plan below), and yet keep the areas with­
in a unified space for easy circulation. The dressing 
counter, 30 in. high, is L-shaped for extra working 
space and includes within it the sink and built-in 
cabinets. A plastic ceiling lights the entire bathroom.

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Variations On Space 
A luxurious expression of space—usually difficult to achieve on a small budget 
—was created in this relatively small house through such means as a long, cov­
ered entrance walk, alternate low and high ceilings, screened porches, and a 
clerestory over inside rooms.

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The Hale House: Distinctive Canopy Forms a Low Cost Structure 

This 80-ft long covered walkway, seemingly a luxury item, actually 
serves several functional and psychological purposes in the design 
of a relatively small house. It provides a protected access to the front 
door which allows the carport and driveway to be well removed from 
the main building. It implies a psychological transition between car 
and house. It dramatizes the entrance and magnifies the size and visual 
impact of the facade. And, it affords a shaded outdoor living area 
within the garden approach. A simplified structural scheme coupled 
with the use of lightweight materials has kept the cost of the walkway 
at a minimum. As the drawings below illustrate, the structure is basi­
cally comprised of pipe columns, spaced at 8-ft intervals, which support 
a rigid corrugated asbestos roof. Each column is welded at the bottom 
to a 3-in. by 6-in. by ^ - i n . steel plate and anchored in concrete at a 
4-in. depth. The path and ramp are also concrete.
